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The Grand Union canal was built over 200 years ago to provide a transport 
link between London and Birmingham. The Act of Parliament to enable its
construction was passed in 1793 and the Canal was fully opened in 1805. 

The route of the Canal through Milton Keynes includes an 11-mile 
lock-free section between Fenny Stratford in the south and Cosgrove 
in the north. The New Town Plan for Milton Keynes incorporated the
Canal as a key feature in the city’s distinctive linear park network which is
owned and managed by The Parks Trust.  www.theparkstrust.com
